Project description

The Vickery Coal Mine (VCM) is an open cut coal mine located in the Gunnedah Coal Basin, approximately 25 kilometres (km) north of Gunnedah in
New South Wales (NSW). The VCM is operated by Vickery Coal Pty Limited (VCOPL) (a wholly owned subsidiary of Whitehaven Coal Limited
[Whitehaven]). Development Consent (SSD-7480) was granted to VCPL on 12 August 2020. VCM encompasses the closed site, Canyon Coal Mine,
for which a development consent is still active. This and a previous development consent for VCM, SSD-5000, are planned to be relinquished prior to
31 October 2026.

Summary of the scope and/or purpose of the new applications or modifications to existing approvals (if applicable)

A modification to amend SSD-7480 was approved in August 2025. This modification included a revision of the final landform to
incorporate geomorphic landform design. A further modification was approved in September 2025 for a temporary increase to coal
haulage limits to 3.8Mtpa cumulative between Vickery Mine and Tarrawonga Mine.

Surface disturbance and rehabilitation activities that were conducted and an analysis of the progress against the rehabilitation schedule

During the reporting period, mining continued as planned. Pre-stripping operations occurred in advance of mining including vegetation
removal and recovery and storage of growth medium for future rehabilitation. A new groundwater bore was also installed to the south
of the final pit extent for monitoring purposes. Maintenance works consisted of a ‘tie-in’ of a stream diversion to minimise clean water
ingress into the project boundary. Rehabilitation work consisted of tree augering completed in conjunction with planting in the
Southwest LBEM area in accordance with the Biodiversity Management Plan. Other rehabilitation activities were limited to rehabilitation
maintenance and monitoring, which includes monthly inspections, and ecological monitoring.

Rehabilitation planning activities that were conducted, including any specialist studies

The final landform design was updated as a result of modification 1 to SSD-7480. The updated landform has been designed using
geomorphic design principles and is represented in the updated FLRP.

Overview of subsidence repair and/or remediation works undertaken

Vickery is located in an area where no historic underground mining has been undertaken. Subsequently, mine subsidence is not
applicable to Vickery.

Overview of rehabilitation management and maintenance activities

Appropriately qualified and experienced weed contractors were engaged to undertake weed control works across Vickery, including
spot spray and slashing. Pre-stripping operations occurred in advance of mining including vegetation removal and recovery and storage
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of growth medium for future rehabilitation. A new groundwater bore was also installed to the south of the final pit extent for monitoring
purposes. Maintenance works consisted of a ‘tie-in’ of a stream diversion to minimise clean water ingress into the project boundary.
Rehabilitation work consisted of tree augering completed in conjunction with planting in the Southwest LBEM area in accordance with
the Biodiversity Management Plan. Other rehabilitation activities were limited to rehabilitation maintenance and monitoring, which
includes monthly inspections, and ecological monitoring. Feral animal management was also undertaken on a campaign basis.
Campaigns target primarily Feral Pigs and Feral Fox.

Rehabilitation monitoring

The rehabilitation monitoring carried out in the annual reporting period

A detailed annual ecological assessment of rehabilitated areas and analogue sites was completed in 2025. Monitoring was undertaken
using the Whitehaven Annual Rehabilitation Monitoring Methodology (WARMM). Completion criteria targets are limited to mean targets
derived from analogue site values or specific values provided in the RMP. Analogue benchmark values have been derived using all
available analogue site data from current and prior monitoring years. Monitoring in the Canyon Woodland Domain comprised: one repeat
monitoring woodland rehabilitation site; and one repeat monitoring analogue woodland site. Monitoring in the Canyon Pasture Domain
comprised: five repeat monitoring pasture rehabilitation sites; and one repeat monitoring analogue pasture site Alongside ecological
monitoring, each site is monitored quarterly by qualified Agronomists. Agronomists inspect monitoring points quarterly to identify
seasonal weed load variations in rehabilitation areas. Resulting reports include recommendations that inform the targeted weed control
program. In addition to specialist monitoring, internal visual inspections are undertaken by staff on a monthly basis. This process
includes monitoring images taken, identification of any weed presence, erosion monitoring, feral animal presence, growth and condition
of all stages of planted vegetation, and noting of any other general rehabilitation maintenance needed. Sites are also inspected in
response to weather events, e.g. post rainfall assessments, to ensure no damage has occurred to the site and in particular rehabilitation
areas. These inspections ensure we are creating a safe and stable landscape as well as suitable conditions for rehabilitation success.
Any maintenance flagged in our internal inspections is rectified as part of the rehabilitation maintenance program. Vickery also
implements a topsoil stripping process where areas are approved to be stripped by an Environmental team member and logged in an
internal system. This process allows Vickery Coal Mine to track and monitor topsoil movement across site.

In 2025, the Canyon Woodland and Pasture Rehabilitation areas are moving toward achieving completion criteria and are classed as
Ecosystem and Land Use Establishment Phase. The woodland area has continued to meet target of over 50% surface cover since
monitoring began in 2021. Habitat structure is an important indicator for woodland areas, which encompasses grass cover, mid-storey
and over-storey cover. The Canyon Woodland met target for over-storey and was within range for mid-storey, indicating that the area
has established well and is progress towards development stage. Weed Prescence at the site is equal to analogue sites showing that
the target has been achieved, targeted maintenance and continued monitoring will continue to support Canyon rehabilitation areas.

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Overall rehabilitation establishment areas at Canyon are continuing on an upwards trend towards achieving objectives and criteria as
soon as reasonably practicable.

Appraisal description

Rehabilitation is moving towards achieving the final land use as soon as reasonably practicable.

Rehabilitation monitoring program findings

Canyon Woodland Domain Surface Cover — The 2004 area in the Development Phase met the phase-specific completion criterion target
for surface cover. Habitat Structure - The rehabilitation is yet to achieve the completion criterion target, however over-storey achieved
target, and mid-storey was within the analogue target range. Vegetation Health and Reproduction - 100% of trees in the woodland
rehabilitation were recorded as having crown health of 85% or more indicating achievement of this target. Native Species Richness -
The area shows no statistically significant differences with the analogue site indicating achievement of this target. Weed Presence -
The area shows no statistically significant differences with the analogue site indicating achievement of this target. Canyon Pasture
Domain Surface Rock Density - The area shows no statistically significant differences with the analogue site indicating achievement of
this target. Species Composition - The area shows no statistically significant differences with the analogue site indicating achievement
of this target. Natural Regeneration of Pasture Species - Presence of annual pasture species indicates second generation plants are
present; observations indicate that the area has achieved the criteria. Pasture Productivity - The area shows no statistically significant
differences with the analogue site indicating achievement of this target. Weed Presence - pasture weed coverage was slightly higher
than anologue.

A1  Total disturbance footprint - surface All areas within a mining lease that either have at some point in time or continue to pose a
disturbance rehabilitation liability due to surface disturbance activities.

The total disturbance footprint is the sum of the total active disturbance, decommissioning,
landform establishment, growth medium development, ecosystem and land use establishment,
ecosystem and land use development and rehabilitation completion (see definitions below).

Underground mining operations should not include the footprint of underground mining
areas/subsidence management areas in the total disturbance footprint.

Refer to the glossary of terms in this document for the definition of these phases of
rehabilitation.

D Ecosystem and land use establishment Includes the area which has been seeded/planted with the target vegetation species for the
intended final land use. However, vegetation has not matured to a stage where it can be
demonstrated that it will be sustainable for the long term and or require only a maintenance
regime consistent with target reference/analogue sites.

Typically, rehabilitation areas would be in this phase for at least two years (and usually more)
before rehabilitation can be classified as being in the ecosystem and land use development
phase. This phase does not apply to infrastructure areas that are being retained as part of final
land use for the site.

E Ecosystem and Land Use Development Rehabilitation has matured to a level where target revegetation outcomes are on a trajectory
towards meeting the final rehabilitation objectives and rehabilitation completion criteria (as
verified by monitoring).

This phase includes infrastructure areas that are to be retained for an approved post mining
land use, following completion of all necessary measures to render the infrastructure fit for
this purpose (for example structural integrity).

In the context of rehabilitation, land associated with mining domains is considered 'active' for the
period following disturbance until the commencement of rehabilitation.

In the context of rehabilitation, the active mining phase of rehabilitation constitutes the rehabilitation
activities undertaken during mining operations such as salvaging and managing soil resources,
salvaging habitat resources, and native seed collection. This phase also includes management
actions taken during operations to manage risks to rehabilitation and enhance rehabilitation
outcomes such as selective handling of waste rock and management of tailings emplacements.

In the context of rehabilitation, an analogue site is a 'reference site' that represents an example of
the defining characteristics (such as vegetation composition and structure or agricultural
productivity) of the final land use. Characteristics of analogue sites can be assessed to develop the

rehabilitation objectives and completion criteria for final land use domains.

As described in the Mining Regulation 2016.

A whole-of-mine-life process, which typically culminates in the relinquishment of the mining lease. It
includes decommissioning and rehabilitation to achieve the approved final land use(s).

Ecosystem and Land Use Development This phase of rehabilitation consists of the activities to manage maturing rehabilitation areas on a
trajectory to achieving the approved rehabilitation objectives and completion criteria.

For vegetated land uses this phase may include processes to develop characteristics of functional
self-sustaining ecosystems, such as nutrient recycling, vegetation flowering and reproduction, and
increasing habitat complexity, and development of a productive, self-sustaining soil profile.

This phase of rehabilitation may include specific vegetation management strategies and maintenance
such as tree thinning, supplementary plantings and weed management.

Ecosystem and Land Use Establishment This phase of rehabilitation consists of the processes to establish the approved final land use
following construction of the final landform.

For vegetated land uses this rehabilitation phase includes establishing the desired vegetation
community and implementing land management activities such as weed control. This phase of
rehabilitation may also include habitat augmentation such as installation of nest boxes.

Exploration Has the same meaning as that term under the State Environmental Planning Policy (Mining,
Petroleum Production and Extractive Industries) 2007.

Final landform and rehabilitation plan As defined in the Mining Regulation 2016.

Final land use As defined in the Mining Regulation 2016.

Form and way Means the form and way approved by the Secretary. Approved form and way documents are available
on the department's website.

Growth Medium Development This phase of rehabilitation consists of activities required to establish the physical, chemical and
biological components of the substrate required to establish the desired vegetation community
(including short lived pioneer species).

Habitat Has the same meaning as that term under the Biodiversity Conservation Act 2016 and the Fisheries
Management Act 1994 (as relevant).

Indicator An attribute of the biophysical environment (e.g. pH, topsoil depth, biomass) that can be used to
approximate the progression of a biophysical process. It can be measured and audited to
demonstrate (and track) the progress of an aspect of rehabilitation towards a desired completion
criterion (i.e. defined end point). It may be aligned to an established protocol and used to evaluate
changes in a system.

Land As defined in the Mining Act 1992.

Landform Establishment This phase of rehabilitation consists of the processes and activities required to construct the final
landform.

In addition to profiling the surface of rehabilitation areas to the approved final landform profile this
phase may include works to construct surface water drainage features, encapsulate problematic
materials such as tailings, and prepare a substrate with the desired physical and chemical
characteristics (e.g. rock raking or ameliorating sodic materials).
